“There arose no liƩle dissension and debate.”  Did that happen at 
work this week? Most of us can recall run-ins with coworkers, 
even with the boss. Did it happen while socializing with friends? 

Even the 
most peaceful household experiences a liƩle  “give and take ” now 
and then. So where was it that “there arose no liƩle dissension 
and debate ?”

“reconciled diversity, ” oŌen encouraged by Pope Francis and 
even envisioned in today’ s RevelaƟon passage; and a wondrous 
experience of Jesus ’ promised Gospel giŌ: “Peace I leave with 
you; my peace I give to you.”
