The psalm responds, celebrating
the kind of righteousness that Abraham practices. Then, in his
letter to the Colossians, Saint Paul describes his own ministry
as almost like a delivery service: he, God’s steward, brings the
word of God to their community. Finally, Luke’s Gospel shares
the well-known story of Mary and Martha, and the different
ways they welcome Jesus into their home. Amid all this com-
ing and going, we are invited to pay attention to the ways we
tend to the needs of others.
