CONFIDENCE IN THE LORD

We are nearing the end of the liturgical year. Today’s readings
remind us that our own lives will draw to a close one day, and
we can be certain that the Lord will encourage, strengthen,
and save us—both now and at the last. The astonishing story
of the Maccabees invigorates our faith as we behold an entire
family willing to die rather than deny the Law of Moses. The
psalm response echoes the faithful cries of the Maccabees: “I
call upon you, for you will answer me, O God.” That same con-
fidence appears in Saint Paul’s letter to the Thessalonians.
“The Lord is faithful,” he testifies; “he will strengthen you and
guard you from the evil one.” In the Gospel, Jesus explains
just how long God’s protection will endure. The children of

God whom God guards, Jesus says, will live forever like angels.

The Lazarus Ministry and the Ministry of Hearts of Compassion are
here to serve and provide support for our parishioners and their
families and friends dealing with the death of a loved one.

The Lazarus Ministry helps the family, clergy and parish staff organ-
ize the vigil service and the Mass for the deceased relative. The
ministers assist with the details and flow of the services including
the selection of appropriate scriptural readings and music and are
present to help the family during the services.

The Hearts of Compassion (HOC) Ministry reaches out to those
mourning their loved one during the first year after the death with
peer support and prayer. Since 2014, the HOC ministry offers two
seven-week support group sessions per year to reflect on the stag-
es of grief, to offer compassionate listening, lead small group dis-
cussions, and affirm God's continual love and presence throughout
their grieving. In short, we are committed to being present with
the eyes and ears of our hearts to support those who are mourn-
ing. We all pray that those who are mourning will be able to move
through their grief process and adapt to their new way of life.

Unlike
circles, spirals don’t endlessly return to a point
where they started. As reflected in the Book of
Genesis, the Ladder of Jacob is a connection be-
tween life on earth and an eternal peace in the
Kingdom of God. The month of November is a
time to remember those who have ascended
Jacob’s Ladder, those who have become mem-
bers of the Communion of Saints. There will be
a memorial for the dead available in the nar-
thex for photographs of deceased members of
the parish family.
